When Chestnut Hill, Mass.-based

opened the 675.000-sq.-ft. mixed-
use project Legacy Place in August,
it was one of less than a handful

of major shopping centers to open
in 2009. The open-air shopping.
dining and entertainment destina-
tion features Whole Foods Market,
L.L. Bean, Borders and Showcase
Cinema de Lux, as well as a lincup
of restaurants that includes PE
Changs and Aquitaine.

San Rafael, Calif.

Developed by Santa Monica. Calif -based Macerich,
Northgate opened in November 2009 with 725,000 sq.
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ft. of redeveloped space in the heart of Marin
County. Macerich transformed the existing mall
by blurring indoor-outdoor boundaries, add-

ing outdoor dining and gathering space to the
enclosed mall. The reinvigorated Northgate fea-
tures new-to-market retailers, as well as anchors
Macy’s. Sears and Century Theatres.

Peninsula Town Center

Hampton, Va.

Although Peninsula Town Center officially
celebrated its grand opening in March 2010,
developers Steiner + Associates, Columbus,
Ohio, and Mall Properties, Great Neck, N.Y.,
opened 375,000 sq. ft. of the mixed-use project
in 2009. Of the total 1.1 million sq. ft. of retail,
residential and office components, 375,000 sq.
ft. of new and redeveloped space opened last year —
despite the recessionary climate. “In an economy that
is down, we are opening this remarkable mixed-use
project,” Yaromir Steiner, founder and CEO of Steiner
+ Associates, told Chain Store Age in a recent inter-
view published in the March 2010 issue. “Today, to
open a project with 70 tenants is a victory.” Existing
tenants include Macy’s.

What is most significant about the project. which
opened October 2009, is that it represents the largest retail
development in the Mississippi Gulf Coast since Hurri-
cane Katrina decimated the area in August 2005. Anchors
include Target, Best Buy, Dick’s Sporting Goods, Mar-
shall’s, PetSmart and Michaels.

Scottsdale Quarter

Glimcher Realty Trust opened phase one of its massive
Scottsdale Quarter open-air lifestyle development in
March 2009. Comprised of 140,000 sq. fi. of retail and
120,000 sq. ft. of office, phase one features Williams-
Sonoma Home, west elm, Oakville Grocery, H&M, Apple

Store and Brio Tuscan Grille. According to the Columbus,

Ohio-based developer, Scottsdale Quarter will ultimately

include 600,000 sq. ft. of premium fashion, entertainment,

dining and office space. When complete, the 28-acre
development will encompass 1.2 million sq. ft.

Developed by Birmingham, Ala.-based Bayer Properties,
The Summit underwent a 100 ,000-sq -ft. retail expan-
sion in 2009, securing a lineup of impressive retailers

in a down economy, among them Juicy Couture in its
Birmingham debut, James Avery in its Alabama debut,
Brighton and Charming Charlie. The expansion square
footage brought the total Summit GLA to 1 million sq. ft.

Westfield Culver City
Culver City, Calif.

In October 2009, Los Angeles-based Westfield, the U.S.
unit of the Westfield Group, opened its $180-million rede-
velopment of Westfield Culver City, in Culver City, Calif.
Expanded by 330,000 sq. ft., the newly modemized mall
now hosts new shop space housed by anchors Target and
Best Buy and tenants H&M, Forever 21, Coach, Disney.
G by Guess, Hollister and Express. Center-wide improve-
ments include streetfront retail, new exterior facades and
abundant use of glass and natural light. A café-style
terrace features 14 restaurants.
